PASC

Pick A Sister City

1. Number of Players – 2 to 20

2. Get into two teams

3. Place the cards in stacks according to the name of the Sister City facing up on a table.
4. Decide which team will start

5. First team selects a card from one Sister City.  The first player for that team reads the question from the top card in that city and the team decides on the correct answer.  If the answer is correct, they hold the card.  If the answer is incorrect, the card goes back to the bottom of that Sister City stack.

6. Second team chooses a card from a Sister City.  The first player of the teams reads the question and the team decides on an answer.  If the answer is correct, the team keeps the card.  If the answer is incorrect, it is placed at the bottom of that Sister City stack.

7. Play continues until allotted time is up.  

8. The team with the most cards on their side Wins!
ALTERNATIVE CLASSROOM GAME:  Divide into teams (approx.4).  Team chooses a country, teacher reads a question.  If the team answers correctly, they get a point.  Team with the most points wins!!! OR to fill just a few minutes, Teacher just reads questions of a country and students raise their hands to answer the questions.
